Speaking of human nature through dubious, complex and flawed characters is what excites me in this film, people like Fernando, the main character in this plot. Sleepy individuals who got the good as well as the bad inside themselves, capable of delicate acts and reprehensible attitudes. Fernando both loves and hates. These feelings - that are familiar to all of us - almost destroy what remains the most important thing to him: his son Daniel. And it is these very same feelings that he uses to gain the strength to go on. 

Doomed by his own jealousy, Fernando intends to pass on the curse that is with him; a vile act of vengeance, that shall bring peace to him.

Fernand loves and Fernando hates. He builds and he destroys. 

But TO MY BELOVED is not a film about vengeance. It is about Fernando, it is about me, about us and about the bonds that we give and undo when we feel uncertain.

It also discusses parenthood, childhood and responsibility – issues that I encounter every day, being a father and an insecure man.
